In close proximity 1
this coverage, US Senator Barbara Boxer introduced the PRIME Act (Prostate Research Imaging and Mens Education), which calls f
government funding of $650 million over !ve years. She commented in the US Congressional Record that this bill is “...of vital import:

to thousands of men and women across our great Nation, and the families and friends who are concerned for their continued health.”
